Lynn Marie Firehammer, Workgroup Chair, welcomed the participants and opened the conference call meeting.  Alisa Ghazvini provided a summary of the last meeting of the workgroup and follow-up activities to secure speakers for the full Task Force meeting to address existing and developing related electronic databases.  Chris Snow gave an overview of the agenda planned for the March 23rd Task Force Meeting.  Presentations regarding the Health Information Exchange, the Florida SHOTS database, the Early Learning Information System, the Hillsborough Screening Initiative, and Whole Child Florida are planned.  

Lynn Marie asked participants to share ideas on the data elements that should be included in a developmental screening database.  Ideas included name, date of birth, birth mother/father, address, telephone number, email address, physician, who performed the screening, date of screening, location where screening completed, screening tool (with drop-down choices), concerns/no concerns option, age in months of child, parent involvement in screening, referral made (yes/no, with drop down to provide further details), and space to provide additional information.

Members discussed the goal of the workgroup in providing recommendations on electronic data systems.  Chris Snow indicated that there would be time during the Task Force meeting for the workgroup to meet after hearing the presentations to consider next steps and make recommendations regarding a five-year outlook.  

Sharon Carnahan asked whether there were any plans to publish and/or present the work of the Initiative.  Holly Hohmeister indicated that a presentation had been made to the Children and Youth Cabinet and recommendations will be shared with the Cabinet and other policymakers.  Holly and Sharon agreed to have further discussions regarding publishing the proceedings.
